international recall alert
The Consumer Affairs Division of the Ministry of Legal Affairs wishes to alert the public to two international product recalls which could affect consumers in Trinidad and Tobago.

The first is the voluntary recall of the Infant formula Similac.

There is the possibility that some batches of the infant formula may be contaminated by the presence of a small common beetle. Infants, who consume formula containing the beetles or their larvae, could experience symptoms of gastrointestinal discomfort and refusal to eat as a result of small insect parts irritating the GI tract. 
The Second is voluntary recall by international toy manufacturer, Mattel Incorporated, of millions of its Fisher Price brand Trikes and toy cars. 

The Mattel recall affects Fisher Price Trikes and Tough Trikes toddler tricycles, High Chairs, Little People Wheelies Stand ‘n Play rampway, and inflatable ball products. 

The U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission in collaboration with Health Canada initiated the recall because of some serious problems from these Fisher Price products.

For the Fisher Price Trikes, children can experience genital bleeding if they land on the protruding plastic ignition key. 
The Consumer Affairs Division of the Ministry of Legal Affairs wishes to bring these recalls to the public’s attention.
